Youth/ Student Activities

1) Work with SIUC Model UN Organization on a follow-up program on global warming and climate change in fall, 2008- Olga will lead efforts with faculty advisor, Steve Schulman.  

a- College students go to talk to Model UN high school students and create a public awareness action program.

b- Dr. Schulman's project

2) Engage teachers ( science/ social studies) in high schools and jr high

a) See if they would be willing to work on this subject in fall and promote attendance by their students in the forum

b) Find or create teacher materials to give out- Barbara has or can get materials to help with class projects, etc.

c) Provide availability of movies to teachers ( Kilowatt Ours/ Global Warming: the Signs and the Science (PBS)/ Inconvenient Truth )  and/or make known to students where it would be showing in the community.

3)
Develop a promotional campaign with the Student Environmental Center at SIU to attract attention on campus to the forum and to the need to take action on global warming.  Promo info. at their table in the SIU Student Center.

Community Activities – Pre-event promotions 
1) Promote issue in community by staging showings of selected movies at Long Branch Coffee House- August 22, Sept 5 and Sept 12 at 7:00pm.  

a) Movies planned to be shown:  PBS program – Global Warming:  the Signs and the Science, Kilowatt Ours and Inconvenient Truth slide show with Aur Beck.  

b) Community showing would be followed by discussion in groups lead by Barbara and Aur Beck..

c) Barbara will get DVD equipment needed to show movies at Long Branch.

 2)   Get event announced in local newsletters – LWV, Sierra Club and UNA, etc.

2) Talk to newspaper editors/ publishers about subject, including the DE.  Promote a series of articles in papers on the subject and how global warming may affect people in region. 

a) Article on who carries energy star appliances and who does not and why.

b) Other articles on energy efficiency, energy efficient homes in the area., etc. 

Post-Forum Activities (Proposed)

1)  Help involve students in registering other students to vote.  League members register students to vote.

2)  Work with Student Environmental Center and other student groups to educate students about the candidates' positions on global warming and also legislation on global warming.

3)  Showing of the 11th Hour in Sept. or Oct.

4)  Write Letters to the Editor and to Candidates on Global Warming
5)  Hold letter writing parties - write to Congress, legislature concerning global warming legislation.

6)  Plan Green Festival for Carbondale area for the spring.  This would involve home building contractors, and other businesses that would have products and services that would help in fighting global warming.

7)  Develop/ find posters and fact sheets that can be placed in offices and waiting rooms to educate the public on how to lower their "carbon footprint." (already cooperating with Jackson County Health Department on this).
